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Marian University grew out of the dedication and vision of Sister Theresa Hackelmeier and the
Sisters of St. Francis, Oldenburg, Indiana, who established a school in Oldenburg, Indiana,
in 1851. After a number of transformations, the school became Marian College in 1936. The
college moved to Indianapolis in 1937 and classes began on September 15 in Allison Mansion.
On July 1, 2009, Marian College became Marian University.
