Each year, the Indiana Department of Education (IDOE) surveys first-year completers regarding their satisfaction with the preparation they
received from their EPPs. This survey is administered with no interaction from the EPPs. It includes 21 questions covering three main areas
of teacher preparation (knowledge, pedagogy, and professional disposition) and one question simply asking for the completers’general
satisfaction with the preparation provided by the EPP. In addition, the table includes the aggregated state averages for the three cycles. The
final two columns show the total percent of “Agree” and “Strongly Agree” for both the EPP and the state.
