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The Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics 
Act legal requirements for the Annual Security Report  
 
The Clery Act requires universities and colleges to disclose campus crime statistics and 
security information. This act requires higher education institutions to give timely warnings of 
crimes that represent a threat to the safety of students or employees, and to make public their 
campus security policies. It also requires that crime data is collected, reported and 
disseminated to the campus community and the Department of Education. The act is intended 
to provide students and their families, as higher education consumers, with accurate, complete 
and timely information about safety on campus so that they can make informed decisions. 
Marian University Police Department (MUPD) is responsible for preparing this institutional 
report. 
 
The act requires Marian University to: 
 
¶Publish and distribute an annual security report containing three years of campus crime 
statistics and certain campus security policy statements 
¶Keep a daily crime log and provide public access to the crime log during normal business 
hours 
¶Provide the Marian University community with information necessary to make informed 
decisions about their safety by providing a ñemergency and timely warningsò of any crime that 
might represent an ongoing threat to the safety of students, employees, or visitors. 
¶Inform the campus community where to obtain information about registered sex offenders. 
 
Procedures for reporting criminal incidents and other emergencies  
 
All students, faculty, staff, employees, and guests should promptly report all criminal and 
medical incidents, accidents, fires, and other emergencies to MUPD.

Emergency Notification and Timely Warning Notices  
 
Marian University will immediately notify the campus community upon the confirmation of a 
significant emergency or dangerous situation involving an immediate threat to the health or 
safety of students or employees occurring on the campus. In the event of a suspected 
significant emergency or dangerous situation involving an immediate threat to the health or 
safety of students or employees the MUPD Chief of Police or his designated representative will 
confirm that there is a significant emergency or dangerous situation and determine the 
appropriate segment or segments of the campus community to receive a notification. In 
addition, the MUPD Chief of Police or his designated representative will determine the content 
of the notification and initiate the notification system.  Marian University will, without delay, and 
taking into account the safety of the community, determine the content of the notification and 
initiate the notification system, unless issuing a notification will, in the professional judgment of 
responsible authorities, compromise efforts to assist a victim or to contain, respond to, or 
otherwise mitigate the emergency. Emergency notifications, timely warning notices, and follow-
up information will be made available via: Marian University automated calling system, voice 
mail, Marian University e-mail, Marian University residence life staff, and/or Marian University 
building coordinators.  Marian University may not issue a timely warning based on the same 
circumstances; however, will provide adequate follow-up information to the community as 
needed. If you hear fire alarms: immediately evacuate the building and proceed to your 
emergency assembly area; If you hear outdoor emergency warning sirens: immediately seek 
shelter (shelter in place) in a safe location within the closest building. ñShelter in placeò simply 
means seeking shelter inside a building or university residence. This course of action may 
need to be taken during a tornado, accidental release of toxic chemicals in the outside air, or a 
serious civil disturbance such as an active shooter. Go inside to the lowest internal room and 
seek additional information by all means possible. Remain in place until police or other 
emergency response personnel tell you it is safe to leave. 
 
Daily Crime Log  
 
MUPD maintains a daily crime log that lists, by date reported, all crimes reported to campus 
police. The log is updated daily as crimes are reported. The crime log is made available for 
public inspection during normal business hours. MUPD may exclude reports from the log in 
certain circumstances. 
 
Missing Student Notification Policy  
 
Students, employees, or other individuals should report that a student has been missing for 24 
hours to MUPD. Each student has the option to identify a contact person or persons whom 
Marian University shall notify within 24 hours of the determination that the student is missing. 
Contact information is registered confidentially and is accessible only to authorized campus 
officials and law enforcement personnel in furtherance of a missing person investigation. In the 
event students are under 18 years of age and not emancipated, or the student has not 
identified a contact person Marian University will notify a parent or guardian within 24 hours of 
the determination that the student is missing. 
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Campus policing and security policies  
 
Members of MUPD support the rules and regulations of Marian University including the Code 
of Student Rights and Responsibilities, the Indiana State Code, and the constitution of the 
United States of America. All persons employed by MUPD as a police officer, prior to assuming 
sworn status, must meet with the MUPD chief of police to receive the oath of office for this 
department. MUPD officers are required to attend the Indiana Law Enforcement Academy and 
have jurisdiction throughout the state of Indiana. MUPD is created and authorized under IC 21-
17-5-5. 
 
The primary area of jurisdiction for officers of MUPD shall be the geographical boundaries of 
the Marian University campus, adjacent properties, the Bishop Simon Brute Seminary, and any 
building or property owned or controlled by Marian University. MUPDôs area of jurisdiction shall 
include the Lake Sullivan area, the Major Taylor Velodrome and all public property, including 
thoroughfares, streets, sidewalks, and parking facilities, that are within the campus, or 
immediately adjacent to and accessible from the campus. Other agencies that have 
jurisdictional authority within the boundaries of Marian University include, but may not be 
limited to, the following: Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Department, Indiana State Police, 
Indiana State Excise Police, Indiana Department of Natural Resources (Law Enforcement 
Division); and federal agencies that have enforcement powers by virtue of the United States 
Code.

POLICE SERVICES 

 
Marian University Police Department (MUPD) is staffed 24 
hours a day, 7 days a week, and 365 days a year 
providing emergency dispatch and patrol protection to the 
campus, parking lots, and residence halls. Campus police 
are responsible for a full range of public safety services, 
including all crime reports, investigations, medical 
emergencies, fire emergencies, traffic accidents, 
enforcement of laws regulating underage drinking, the use 
of controlled substances, weapons, and all other incidents 
requiring police assistance.  
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POLICE SERVICES (continued)  
 
Security Consideration in the Maintenance of Campus Facilities  
 
MUPD officers conduct regular assigned patrols 24 hours a day, seven days a week. If lighting 
is out an operations work request is initiated by MUPD dispatch. Officers also identify 
inoperable locks and other security devices. Maintenance staff are on call 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week. 
 
Escort Service  
 
Available on request, the escort service provides safety for students who must walk alone on 
campus late at night. Walking or vehicular escorts will accompany students from one campus 
location to another. The escort service is intended to be primarily a walking escort service. 
Ordinarily, the escort service is not available to or from locations off campus and is not 
intended as an alternative to other forms of transportation. To arrange for an escort, call 6789 
from any campus telephone or 317.955.6789 from any off-campus or cell phone.  Specify to 
the dispatcher where you are, where you will be waiting (if calling from a building, wait inside 
but check periodically for the car or officer), and your destination. It is not necessary to call in 
advance, as officers are on duty and ready to be dispatched. There could be a delay, but that 
should not be anticipated. 
 
Motorist Assistance  
 
MUPD provides assistance to motorists on campus. This includes individuals who have locked 
their keys in their car, individuals who need help in starting their car, and individuals stranded 
on campus due to vehicle malfunction.
