23:42  

The word ñSukkotò means 
ñbooths,ò which refer to the tempo-
rary shelters, or Sukkah.  Those 
celebrating Sukkot often live in such 
shelters in homage to their ances-
tors.  The shelter must have at least 
two and a half walls; celebrants 
spend as much time as possible in 
them, weather permitting, but may 
only eat all of their meals in them.  
Each sukkah is usually decorated 
with items such as dried squash 
and corn and artwork created by 
children. 

On the first day, you will take for 
yourselves a fruit of a beautiful tree, 
palm branches, twigs of a braided 
tree and brook willows, and you will 
rejoice before the L-RD your G-d for 
seven days. -Leviticus 23:40  

Sukkot also involves observing 
the ñFour Species,ò or arba minim.  
These are an etrog (similar to a 
lemon; called a citron in English), a 
lulav (palm branch), aravot (two 
willow branches), and hadassim 
(three myrtle branches).  The 
branches are bound together and 
held in one hand along with the et-
rog while a blessing is recited.  The 

...On the fifteenth day of this 
seventh month is the Festival of 
Sukkot, seven days for the L-RD. -
Leviticus 23:34  

The Festival of Sukkot, often 
referred to in Jewish prayer and 
literature as Z'man Simchateinu, 
ñthe Season of our Rejoicing,ò is 
the last of the three Shalosh 
Rôgalim, or three pilgrimage festi-
vals (the first two are Passover 
and Shavuôot).  Sukkot com-
memorates the forty-year period 
that found the Israelites wandering 
in the desert and living in tempo-
rary shelter.  The celebration of 
Sukkot lasts for seven days, and 
begins on the fifth day after Yom 
Kippur.  This year (Jewish Year 
5770), Sukkot will take place from 
sunset on October 2 through 
nightfall on October 9.  No work is 
permitted on the first and second 
days.   

You will dwell in booths for 
seven days; all natives of Israel

Four Speces are then waved in 
six directions (east, south, west, 
north, up, and down) to symbol-
ize God being everywhere.  
They are also waved during the 
Hallel prayer in religious ser-
vices, as well as during proces-
sions around the Torah.  This is 
known as Hoshanot because 
the procession includes a 
prayer recitation and the refrain 
ñHosha na!ò (please save us!).  
On the seventh and final day of 
Sukkot, seven processions are 
made, and this day is known as 
Hoshanah Rabbah (the great 
Hoshanah).

Many people have expressed interest in completing the courses necessary for Exceptional Needs: Mild Inter-
vention licensure. A minimum of five students would be needed to offer a course during any semester. 
Courses would be offered at the EDU 500 (graduate) level; after completion of the courses, this content area 
would be added to the license at each graduateôs current developmental level.  We are planning to begin in 
the spring 2010 semester with the introductory course and continue with one course each semester and sum-
mer. The courses are likely to be offered one Saturday each month during regular semesters, and in the eve-
ning during summer sessions. Five courses are required for the license and include the Introductory course, 
Assessment, Curriculum and Methods, Collaborative Consultation and a practicum.
